· What is a citizen?

· What are we members of? Mother and Toddler Groups, Residents Groups, Church, School, Sports Clubs, Action Group etc. Get people to mention their own first.

· Qualities of an Active Citizen

· Compare what is a good citizen with an active citizen. Helping a neighbour, caring for an elderly relative, is this being an active citizen?

· How does it compare to telling the neighbours on the road, a neighbour of theirs is sick and needs some company, so allowing them to take action, by visiting, preparing food etc.

· Examples from their own lives. Give your own first. Talking about keeping the housing estate clean, telling neighbours to gather at 12 on Saturday to pick up litter and clean the roads.

· Creating change for the public good

· Who can you think of who you would say was an active citizen, no prompts unless they can’t think. Give your own example: Flan Garvey Mayor of Clare, doing lots of things to improve our County, a living example of Green citizen, using wind power, water energy etc.

List the name and what they do

·      Empowerment
If we were to form a group to make change what one thing would this group work on? Let them come up with their own ideas.

Playgrounds, Parks, Ennis Hospital, Clean Water now, Sports for Teenagers etc.

Create a slogan for group

Make a poster to encourage action.
